Criteria for Admission to the 
Hall of Fame 

1. Nominees must have attended Rotorua Boys’ High School (1959- ) or any of its
three predecessor schools: Rotorua District High School (1914-1926); Rotorua High &
Grammar School (1927-1958); or the Rotorua Junior High School (1927-1933).

2. Nominees must have attained some level of success or prominence in any of the
following fields of recognition for admission to the Hall of Fame: Sport; Politics; Public
Service; Judiciary; Law; Business; Professional; Academic; Literature; Decorated War
Heroes; Military; Arts; Science; Agriculture; Forestry; Engineering; or Service to the
Community areas of life.

3. All Old Pupils who hold Doctorates, whether earned by thesis, examination, or
conferred honoris causa (for honourable causes), are eligible for admission.

4. Honorary Membership of the Hall of Fame can be offered for exceptional and/or
outstanding service to the School.
